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Se siete in dubbio, consultate un elettricista qualificato.

Il cavo di ingresso deve avere caratteristiche compatibili con il passacavo posto sul proiettore (PG13.5) deve quindi avere
diametro esterno compreso fra 6 e 12mm.

Il proiettore puo essere alimentato con tensione compresa fra 210V ac e 240V ac (sul corpo del proiettore € specificatala
frequenza, 50 o0 60 Hz). Sovra-tensioni provocano danneggiamenti ai componenti elettrici o elettronici, in oltre riducono lavita
dellalampada. Verificareil sistema elettrico primadi unaistallazione.

Quando s accendeil proiettore, la corrente assorbita durante I’ accensione € sensibilmente pit ata di quellanominale. Dopo un
minuto, prima che lalampada arrivi aregime, la corrente si abbassa a quellanominale, 1.2A a230V.

Il proiettore & completamente a massa, € necessario collegarlo al’impianto di messa aterra.
Proteggete il sistema elettrico con interruttori differenziali ad alta sensibilita, esempio 30mA.

All’interno del proiettore ¢’ e un fusibile, se ¢’ € un guasto elettrico, interrompe I’ alimentazione all’ingresso. Risolto il guasto
sostituire il fusibile con uno avente le stesse caratteristiche.

Attenzione, I’ accenditore che € al’interno ha unatensione di uscita molto alta, pud arrivare a4.5KV.

Il proiettore MASTER esegue delle scene in modo autonomo e comanda gli altri proiettori SLAVE della stessa tipologia

Nei due esempi I’ alimentazione el ettrica (POWER) puo provenire da sorgenti diverse, se un proiettore viene acceso
successivamente, riceve il segnale DMX e si mette a funzionare come gli altri proiettori.

Se non viene acceso il DMX controller oppure il proiettore master, I'immagine rimane fissa, nell’ ultima posizione assunta.

Generalmente dalle centraline DM X (controller) ¢’ € una sola uscita di segnale, se vi sono pitli 32 proiettori € necessario
istallare nelle immediate vicinanze del controller uno SPLITTER di segnale, che duplicail segnale su due o pitl linee.
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Selalunghezza del cavo di segnale é troppo elevata bisognaistallare un AMPLIFICATORE sullalineaDMX (almeno ogni
300m seil cavo é di buona qualitd) in modo cheripetail segnale per i proiettori successivi.
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E’ consigliabile terminareil circuito di segnale, all’interno dell’ ultimo proiettore della catena o di ogni catena, con una
resistenza (valore fra 82 e 120ohm) inseritafrail terminale positivo e negativo (+ e -).

Sul PIN 1 del connettore XLR deve essere saldato |o schermo del cavo di segnale, sul PIN 2 deve essere saldato il negativo
(per esempio, conduttore nero), sul PIN 3 deve essere saldato il positivo (per esempio, conduttore rosso o bianco).

Bisogna rispettare la colorazione e I’ ordine di collegamento anche sui morsetti all’interno dei proiettori, con sequenza diversai
proiettori non rispondono a segnale DM X.
